Open Education Resources (OERs)

• To contribute to student learning and student 
success



Outputs
• Staff survey

• Workshops on identified 
priority areas

• Curation of approximately 
116 resources

• Production of 11 custom 
MU Assessment and 
Feedback Guides (staff and 
student) and 30 OERs 
(videos, infographics, short 
guides, animations)



Impact and using the hub
• to inform, and share, practice and increase 

awareness, knowledge and confidence

• to prompt professional conversations about 
assessment and feedback

• for review of assessment and feedback practices

• in dialogue with students about assessment and 
feedback

• to identify, and potentially amplify awareness 
of, cross-cutting issues such as Open resources, 
and EDI as they relate to assessment and 
feedback

• to inform research

• to contribute to changes in institutional 
structures, strategies and policies.
